
Resources for Helpful Hive Sunday 
 
We understand that Vacation Bible School can be exhausting for the entire congregation. We 
want to offer you resources for carrying on the joy of VBS into the following worship service so 
that the whole church can get excited about what the kids have learned - while making sure that 
you don’t spread yourself too thin! 
 
To that end, we’ve prepared liturgical pieces and a suggested order of worship for weekly 
worship, including a recorded sermon. Have the adults learn the songs that the kids have been 
singing all week - if you use the suggested songs and lyrics from the curriculum, chances are 
the congregation already knows the tunes! Use the prayers and styles that work best for your 
church and have fun with it! 
 
The recorded sermon takes you on a tour of Midwest Mission, Illinois, summarizes the five days 
of learning, and lets everyone in the church know that we all have a place in God’s Helpful Hive.
